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Abstract

Among Nordic countries, Finland stands uniquely in her cultural and social characteristics. Having
the long border line with Soviet, and placed between European and Soviet powers, Finland has
executed independent politics and established her position. In 1990’s, upon ending of the cold war
and collapse of the Soviet ecbnomy, Finland faced with sever recession. Finnish government put
efforts to stabilize the domestic politics and targeted to move away from Soviet influence and join
European Union. Its effort to overcome the great recession and to initiate innovative foreign policies
had established the foundation of later prosperity. Althoug Finnish politics and society received
relatively minor attention, she has become world top leader in competitiveness, ICT utilization and
education today.
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
